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Global warming is simply the increase in the temperature of the Earth which is attributed to greenhouse effect caused by increase in the levels of greenhouse gases. Burning Fossil fuels such as natural gas, oil and coal lead to the building up of greenhouse gases such as Methane and Carbon Dioxide in the atmosphere. These fossil fuels contain high levels of carbon dioxide, which when burned produced this high amount of carbon dioxide. A good example is when a gallon of gasoline is burned, 19 pounds of carbon dioxide (CO2) is released into the atmosphere. As these greenhouse gases thicken the atmosphere, acting as a blanket around the Earth and heat is then held in. It has been confirmed that since the industrial revolution a lot of carbon dioxide has been released from burning fossil fuels and has since been trapped in the atmosphere. This carbon dioxide is responsible for the latest warming trends being experienced and has been experienced in the year 2014, 2015 and also 2016 (Doyle, 2016). Small changes in the temperature often lead to large and dangerous changes in weather and climate. Rising temperatures have been accompanied by changes in the climatic conditions and weather where many places have experienced drought, floods, intense rains, as well as severe heat waves.
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
