The argumentative essay is a genre of writing that requires the student to
investigate a topic; collect, generate, and evaluate evidence; and establish a
position on the topic in a concise manner. The structure of the argumentative
essay s held together by the following

- Aclear, concise, and defined thesis statement that occurs in the first
paragraph of the essay.

« Clear and logical transitions between the introduction, body, and
conclusion

- Body paragraphs that include evidential support.
- Evidential support (whether factual, logical, statistical, o anecdotal)

- Aconclusion that does not simply restate the thesis, but readdresses.
