In-Depth Analysis - The Intouchables (2011)

This movie begins on a night setting in Paris where Driss is speeding Philippe’s Maserati Quattro Porte. This attracts the police attention and they are soon followed and nabbed by the police (Laurier). Driss lies to the police that Philippe is in need of urgent medical attention. Philippe then pretends that he has had stroke which makes the police help him get to the nearest hospital. Upon the police leaving the hospital, Philippe questions Driss of what is to be done next. Driss replies: “Now let me take care of it” then they drive off.

The storyline of the movie is presented as a flashback of two men in the entire movie. An interview by Philippe who is a rich quadriplegic owning a luxurious partisan mansion together with his assistant Magalie is ongoing. Driss is one of the candidates in the interview and he does not have any ambitions of getting hired. His purpose for attending the interview was to get a signature proving that he had undergone some interviews and was rejected in order to continue receiving welfare benefits. Driss acts casually and goes to the extents of flirting with Magalie. He gets the message that he should collect his signed letter the following day.
Driss goes back to the Philippe’s mansion where he gets new information regarding his new job. Philippe learns from a friend about Driss’ past but brushes it off. Driss and Philippe grow close as Driss does his job well until Philippe tells Driss of how he became disabled (kerrydow). In the process of discovering his new life, Driss discovers both modern and traditional art and then takes up painting. 

A private concert with classical music performance is organized for Philippe's birthday in his living room. Driss then plays his best music to Philippe and this gets everyone dancing (rottentomatoes). Philippe has an epistolary relationship with Eleonore. Driss wants them to meet although Philippe is hesitant due to his disability; he finally agrees to talk to her on phone. Philippe refuses to send Eleonore a picture of himself in a wheelchair and asks Yvonne to send her a picture of himself before the accident that caused his disability. A date is set up but Philippe changes his mind on the last minute and decides to go with Yvonne before the arrival of Eleonore. He then calls Driss to accompany him and gives him 11,000 euros which he got off Driss’ painting (unsungfilms).

Driss' younger cousin known as Adama runs into trouble with gangs and decides to stay in Philippe's mansion. Driss then opens up about his past and his upbringing and how he came to stay with his aunt in France. Philippe releases Driss from his job due to recognition of his need to help his family. Driss then returns to his suburbs where he helps his younger cousin. Because he is well experienced, he gets a job at a transport company. Philippe on the other hand hires other carers and he is not happy with them. 
After the police escape, Driss then takes Philippe to a seaside Cabourg restaurant where he leaves him and wishes him luck for his lunch date. Eleonore then arrives when she is emotionally touched and the film comes to an end as Driss bids philippe farewell.
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
