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What evidence does the author provide to advance her argument that biological research is sexist?
	According to the article, it is quite evident that biological description of the female and male reproductive system is sexist in various ways. Some of the ways include the way both processes are depicted, and the level of activeness involved in both systems. There exists a sharp line between how the male, and female reproductive systems.  In this article, a lot of emphasis is placed on the sperm, and the egg and different comparisons of the two are made.
	Whereas many biologists and scientists portray the sperm as active, strong, and fast; the female egg is viewed as passive and sluggish as it moves along the fallopian tube. In this regards, the sperm is seen to have some force that propels it forward towards the female egg. On the other hand, the male spermatogenesis is viewed as a very productive system, while the female menstruation is nothing but wasteful. This is so because adult males can produce millions of sperms in a day whereas females only on the eggs they had on birth, most of which degenerate within the sperms leaving them to about 400 eggs in their prime ages. It is no wonder that the female menstruation is attached to destructive terms such as uterus debris.
	The female organs and especially the egg are seen to be fragile and vulnerable whereas the male sperm comes out as strong and masculine in its behaviour.
