This project includes a 3-5 page paper on a topic in sustainability as it relates to food, and a verbal
presentation of your paper. Any portion of the project turned in late will incur a loss of 10% of total
points possible. Papers must be turned in by Tuesday, November 20 or no credit will be given for the

paper. No presentation may be given without submission of a bibliography and research paper.

Choose a topic of interest to you from the attached list. Write a 3-5 page paper summarizing the
information you found. If the topic is broad, focus on its impact to our food system; you want to make
your reader and your audience interested in the topic as it relates to food choices. What should we eat,
and why? What difference will our food choices and actions make in creating a sustainable food
system? Be persuasive.

Bibliography/Sources: 10 points possible Due October 31
* Inappropriate format (author/s, title, book/journal, publisher, publishing year/date; website
address, date article/information posted on website, and author of website article or organization
responsible for website)
o Include a minimum of 4 reputable sources (Wikipedia is not a credible reference source
because it can be modified by anyone)
o References must be current (within the last 5 years)
o Include a minimum of 2 non-Internet site reference sources
* Provide a brief (1 paragraph, minimum of 3 sentences) summary of the paper you will be writing.

Paper: 15 points possible Due November 20

* 3-5typed pages, 12 point font, double-spaced, NOT including bibliography page

o References must be cited throughout the text of the paper

* Give an overview of the topic, explain the significance to sustainability, and call for action: what can
we do?

* Bibliography: in appropriate format, on separate page

Verbal Presentation: 25 points possible December 3 and 4

® Presentations should be a minimum of 5 minutes and a maximum of 7 minutes

o Briefly highlight all content areas discussed in your paper

o Provide a 1-page (1 side of paper) written summary for fellow students and your instructors.

The summary is due May 31 if you wish copies to be made. Otherwise, you will be
responsible for making copies for the entire class, and you must bring copies on June 4.

e Students will be evaluated on the information from verbal presentations on the Final Exam.

e Be creative and unique in your presentation. Engage your audience, give it something to remember!
