	Everything in the paper should be in Times New Roman, 12 point font with double-spaced.  Any idea that was not part of the writer’s original knowledge should have a citation (Citation, 2012).  The citation includes the author’s name and the year of publication (Citation, 2012).  The citation usually goes inside the ending punctuation (Citation, 2012).  It is very important to cite for everything that is not part of the writer’s original knowledge or ideas (Citation, 2012).  Even if the writer puts the information into the writer’s own words, there should be a citation (Citation, 2012).  Information that is paraphrased should be cited (Citation, 2012).  All sources that will be cited will eventually show up in the References section of the paper.  Research papers have a lot of citations.  It is not possible to cite too much in a research paper.  If a lot of sentences come from the same source, then the citation can go outside of the ending punctuation.  (Citation, 2012)  
	Each paragraph should be indented half an inch.  No extra spaces go between each paragraph.  If there is a quote, then the citation will be “outside of the quotation marks, inside the ending punctuation, and include a page number” (Citation, 2012, p.1).  If there is more than one author for the citation, then the citation will include both names (Citation & Citation, 2012).  If there are three or more, the first time will have all the names (Citation, Citation & Citation, 2012).  All other times with the same citation will only have the first name followed by the et al. abbreviation (Citation et al., 2012).
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
