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The 1996 Bombing at Georgia’s Centennial Olympic Park
On 27th July 1996, a nail-laden bomb went off at the Centennial Park in Atlanta, Georgia. The bombing at the free event claimed two lives; one was a woman and a Turkish photographer who succumbed to a heart attack following the blast. More than 100 were injured. Despite the police having been warned of the bombing in advance, the bomb went off before the time the whistleblower had said it would, which led the authorities to consider the possibility of the bomb having been targeted at the police officers indirectly. Richard, a security guard who was on duty during the bombing was charged with the bombing but was cleared of all charges by October of the same year.
The 2016 Orlando mass shooting
The shooting took place at a famous gay nightclub in Orlando. The shooter, an American-born citizen Mateen Omar killed 49 people, injured 53 others, and pledged allegiance to Isis through a 911 call. The Orlando police shot and killed the shooter. Omar had carried an assault rifle into the club at 2 a.m. and after the long stand-off between the police and himself, the authorities used an armoured car to break down the club door and killed Omar. His ex-wife was later interviewed by the FBI and she said that Omar was bipolar.
Conclusion 
From the above two events, it is without a doubt that terrorist attacks have evolved over time. The pe-9/11 event involved a secret pipe bomb which went off and no one claimed responsibility, the bomber ran after the act. However, the 2016 mass shooting involved the killer openly declaring allegiance to the Isis. In addition, the 1997 bombing had no particular target group while it is clear that the Orlando shooting was aimed at gay and lesbian American nationals. The radicalization by terror gangs is evidenced in the post-9/11 shooting.
