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This article tries to answer the question how socioeconomic status impacts HIV infection. It achieves this by exploring the relationships among an ethnically diverse sample of 134 HIV+ adults using a standardized SES measure. Based on the research, it is found that there is socioeconomic status affects HIV infection since HIV+ individuals with lower SES may be more vulnerable to HIV-associated neuropsychological sequelae due to prominent health disparities. Thus, this article will be relevant to my research question as the research conducted here in and the targeted audience clearly corresponds to my research question requirements.
