Reflection on Success” reviews all the feedback you have received from your instructor, and reviews the journal entries you developed during the course. Compose a reflection paper that includes a summary of each assignment from the past 7 weeks. This will require seven reflections where each reflection covers one week. Construct your paper using sub-headings identifying each week and the assignment (e.g., Week 1: Formulate Goals and Statement of Intent).  Each week’s reflection must consist of the following information: 

1. Summarize each assignment you have completed for this course, and indicate what you learned from it, and what you still need to improve.

2. Identify your three most valuable strengths as a graduate student that will help you to succeed in your program.

a. Discuss the evidence that you have to confirm that you possess these strengths.

3. Determine the three most important areas you need to strengthen as a graduate student?

a. Discuss the evidence that you have that you need to strengthen these three areas.

4. Write three goals that will help you to improve as a graduate student based on the areas you need to strengthen.

a. Be sure to indicate specific steps and stages and a clear time frame for accomplishing them.

Length: 3-5 pages, not including title page

Your paper should demonstrate thoughtful consideration of the ideas and concepts presented in the course by providing new thoughts and insights relating directly to this topic. Be sure to include citations for quotations and paraphrases with references in APA format and style where appropriate.

Week 1 feedback: You had some trouble with week one because you did not meet the minimum length requirement of one double spaced page, and you did not answer all the content questions as required by the assignment to achieve the learning outcomes.

It was required to answer all of these questions and end up between the minimum and maximum word counts. You could have met the length limit by discussing the Duckworth video, ethical communication, and behavior, and APA adherence etc. It is unfortunately not possible to pass the assignment if one comes in under the minimum length limit and misses several questions.

Week 2 feedback :You missed quite a few of the questions either due to incorrect answers or because you did not fill out the answers. While there are set answers to the questions from the e-book, there are no right or wrong answers for your personal time management strategy. We just want to see that students are thinking about how to fit NCU into their lives. I am concerned that you are not making realistic estimates for the time commitment needed to succeed in the program. The assignments can easily take 15 or more hours per week especially in weeks 3 and 4.It is so important to have a plan A and a backup plan B in case things go wrong so that one does not fall behind in one's studies.Many students said that this was the most useful week of the whole course as it helped them not to feel so overwhelmed by their duties.I added some comments to assist you in improving your writing. All homework is considered formal writing. 

Week 3 feedback: Thank you for this resubmission where you met the length requirement.To begin with, I would like to send you a help file that shows you what I was looking for in this assignment in terms of graduate level essay style, APA formatting, and proper paraphrasing to avoid plagiarism. This file does NOT imply that you have made these particular errors. You should just compare your work against it. After that, I will be sending you an e-mail showing you my comments on your work.

You need to describe the article that you read in your own words. You do not need to look for other sources. Just use the Piaget and Vygotsky article and answer the questions from the instructions.

Week 4 feedback:Thank you for sending your library research paper. I saw answers to the questions about keywords
, search limiters, peer review process, and what you learned from 2 library resources of your choice.I would like to share a references list in APA style with you below as you need some practice in formatting the references list. Remember each time you use a resource in the references list you must also put an in-text citation at the end of the sentence where you mention the item like this (Author, date). You can also do it at the start of a sentence like this: Author (date) stated. Please watch your grammar and spelling where indicated in the comments.This assignment matters because we want students learning the library and APA style as soon as possible.

Try to find a doi. That is best. 

Week 5 feedback: The easiest way to think of this assignment is like a persuasive essay.

· Address the proposal to the recipient but still use APA headings.

· Advise the recipient (perhaps a school official) to take some course of action i.e. implement a new behavior management program based on peer-reviewed research. 

· Notice that I said based on peer-reviewed research. It is not a place to give one’s personal opinion or tell personal stories. In a Master’s or Doctoral program, each claim we make must be supported by a journal article, a statistic, a fact from a government census etc. 

· Once we have published a research study alone or with colleagues, we can point to our work, but until then, we persuade others by pointing them toward peer-reviewed research. We build our research by standing on the shoulders of those scholars who have come before us.

· Present both sides of the issue, and show why your way is best.

· Finally, exhort the person to make the decision you want to see happen.

This assignment matters as we are often called upon to make a proposal in the workplace.

Week 6 feedback:Here is some general advice for you on annotated bibliography for next time. The point of an annotation is that one wants to read an article only once, extract the best parts, save it for later and move on without having to read it again the next time. It is possible to make an annotation for any kind of article, but the most common kinds are:research study (Authors conducted research themselves)
research report (Authors report on research of others)
editorial (opinion piece)You should always look for research studies first and foremost.They contain items like population, sample, research questions, hypothesis (only quantitative research), central phenomenon (only qualitative research), independent and dependent variables (only quantitative), results (quantitative) or findings (qualitative) and limitations.When you write the main points of your article in the annotation, you should try to include the words above.Even if the study does not contain all those items you can still pick out the main points such as purpose, research questions, methodology, results/findings, limitations, conflicts or controversies, how the study fits into your work or not, and any ideas for further research.Try to avoid quoting and only write in your own words. If you do quote, use a page #. 
Week 7 feedback:Thank you for explaining to me why you would like to study this topic for your Capstone project. As students have not had CITI ethics training and IRB approval, the Capstone is purely a hypothetical project and you discuss what you would do if you were in fact carrying out a research study.

It is very important to consider one’s own potential bias when embarking on a research project. You did mention some limitations for your prospective study such as finances, transportation, and accommodation. I would have liked to have seen you mention bias too.

It is also important to choose a project that will hold one’s interest. You feel that the topic needs to be stronger first.

Please go over the issues of writing and APA style that I pointed out.

This assignment matters because we want students to be thinking about a potential topic for their Capstone project right from the first course.

�For this answer, avoid talking about using Google or how keywords drive traffic to a website. Only discuss keywords in terms of NCU library.
