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Assignment # 5 – Visuals in Technical Communications

The purpose of this education is to prepare for a professional career. Therefore, ALL assignments are expected to have a professional presentation. 
This assignment provides opportunity for students to practice generating visuals, for use in technical communications. 

Assignment requirements: 
Consider your management proposal (Assignment #3). Focus on one of the technologies that you proposed as your topic for future assignments. 
You are asked to create a table, a single variable graph, and a multi-variable graph. 
* It is preferred to gather the data points from research, and you will be required to do so for future assignments. However, for the purposes of creating the deliverables for this assignment, you are permitted to create sample data.

#1) Collect/generate pairable data (independent variable and dependent variable), relevant to your chosen topic, containing a minimum of 25 data points.
Create a table to display the data points. Your table should be formatted professionally. Include a table title, column titles, etc. In addition to applying formatting to the table, sort the data, in descending order, by dependent variable. 
Include a paragraph to summarize the significance of the table. That is, explain why the data table presented is significant to the reader, and/or any conclusions that may be drawn from the table as displayed. 
You are required to cite some significance – otherwise, your table is not relevant. 

#2) Use the single variable data from your table to create a bar chart. 
You may choose to either create:
a) a simple bar chart (where each independent variable will have the related dependent variable displayed), or 
b) a histogram, wherein you redefine groups of y-values into categories, (the becoming our new independent variable, and the number of occurrences of each category becomes the dependent variable. 
Your chart must be formatted professionally. Include chart title, axes titles, etc.
Include a short paragraph to summarize the significance of the chart. That is, explain why the chart presented is significant to the reader, and/or any conclusions that may be drawn from the table as displayed. 
You are required to cite some significance – otherwise, your chart is not relevant. 

#3) Create a separate data set, including 20 pairable data points in a multiple data series; i.e. several dependent variables relating back to an independent variable.
Identify each series with an appropriate name. (You are required to include a minimum of two data series.) Your line chart must be formatted professionally. Include chart title, axes titles, and a legend. 
Include a short paragraph to summarize the significance of the chart. That is, explain why the chart presented is significant to the reader, and/or any conclusions that may be drawn from the table as displayed. 
You are required to cite some significance – otherwise, your chart is not relevant. 

To summarize the deliverables, you will submit one table, two charts, and a summarizing paragraph for each. 
If you choose to include all deliverables in one Microsoft Excel file, then include a separate tab for parts #1, #2, and #3 above. (The explanatory paragraph for a given item may be included on the appropriate tab.)
