	Speaking and Listening
	- Communicating the learning objectives. Learning objectives assists the learner to understand course aims while aligning him or her into the course content.
- Allowing the student sufficient time to respond.  Ensuring that the learner takes his or her time to think through is significantly important.
- Giving key information to the learner using his or her native language. This strategy helps in fortifying learner’s understanding of course content. 
	- Communicating the learning objectives allows the students to understand what is expected of the course content. While such communication is paramount for all students, it is vital for the ELL learners since they can be able to relate to class lessons more adeptly, especially when they understand what the objectives are.
- Permitting the ELL students sufficient time to answer is also a great strategy, since there are times when these students require extra time to process information given to them. Thus, extra time allows them to easily process information taught in class.
- Giving information in learner’s native language is important as it helps in modeling the ELL learner’s English language while efficiently communicating course expectations

	Reading
	- Discussing topic headings, questions, and paragraphs

-  Encouraging the student to maintain and keep a vocabulary notebook.
	- Through providing in-depth discussions of the course reading or topics to the ELL learner, the instructor would be supporting the information the learner has received. It also assists the learner in understanding the concepts covered. When asking the learner questions, it also helps to deepen their knowledge into topics presented.  
- Through maintaining a vocabulary book, the ELL student could be able to access a tool that may assist him or her to learn new words, vocabularies, and other concepts along with the course content.  

	Writing
	- Give the student journal entry assignments to assess his or her progress.
- Change assignment details to ensure emphasis on vocabularies. 
	- By giving the student journal entry assignments, it helps in assessing the learner’s rate of learning. It also helps the teacher to know where the learner’s strengths and weaknesses.

- Because the ELL student is on constant learning process, modifying assignments and lesson content offers the learner a good opportunity of understanding what is being taught.

	Speaking and Listening
	- Employing the use of visual aids and manipulative tools
- Ensuring safe classroom environments for learner to speak and encouraging the student to speak in complete sentences.

- Making sure that the student understands lesson concepts.
	- The utilization of visual aids and other manipulative techniques allows the ELL students to make significant connections required in understanding the lesson.
- When learner feels that the classroom environment is secure and safe, he or she can be motivated to speak and engage with the lesson. Rather than using incomplete sentences, the instructor could assist the student to learn ways of expressing his or her ideas using full sentences. 

 - Equally, ensuring that the student understands concepts being thought is pertinent to his or her learning success and progress. 

	Reading
	- Giving the learner important or relevant information using his or her native language. 
-Assisting the learner to recognize major lesson vocabularies and words 
	- Through providing the learner with information using his or her native language, the student would have a higher chance of understanding the concepts presented in class more easily. 
- By helping the learner to identify the lesson’s key words and vocabularies, it will not only assist him or her to understand the material better, but would also give the learner a practical environment to learn.  

	Writing
	- Lead the learner in completing sentences.
- Assist the learner to make use of previously learnt lessons to assist him or her to construct future lessons. 
	- Native speaker students may help the ELL student to put his or her thoughts together into sentences, while both students will be able to learn from one another.
-By helping the student to use the previously learnt ideas, it would help the learner to grasp important elements that may fortify his or her future lessons.

	Speaking and Listening
	- Asking the learner to use basic vocabulary in presentations.
-Asking the learner questions regarding lesson readings
	- When the learner is able to use basic words or vocabularies, he or she shows compression of the reading. Students can also use basic English in completing sentences or when expressing their ideas. 
- Similarly,  by asking the learn questions about what has been read to them, it helps in determining his or her level of understanding. 

	Reading
	- Establishing connections between native language and English language.
-Keeping the lesson as simple as possible.
	- If the teacher can be able to show the connection between the two languages, the EEL learner would be able to comprehend previously learnt information. 
-Also, by ensuring that the lesson is as simple as possible, the learner manages to grasp key concepts with ease.

	Writing
	- Asking the learner to use words as well as pictures to construct sentences and express thoughts. 
	- By using words and vocabularies, the ELL learner is able to build an understanding of the lesson.

	- Asking questions to enhance compression and encouraging the learner to answer questions that are asked. 
	- When the learner manages to answer questions, they demonstrate a clear understanding of the lesson. In addition, answering questions enables the student to polish his or her skills.

	Reading
	- Start discouraging the use of native language.
	- When the student has advanced to a higher learning level, more complex ideas are introduced along with abstract concepts. If a learner is able to follow along, he or she shows a better understanding. 

	Writing
	- Encourage the learner to maintain a daily journal.
	- Keeping a daily journal would be a great tool in showing progression over tome as the learner continues with the lesson. 
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
