Detailed Structure:
	Paragraph 1 – Thesis
· State the various philosophical arguments about your topic. This could be a paragraph made up of the various topic sentences written in class.
· Also, indicate the perspective you’ll use to make your argument

Paragraph 2 – Argument
· Topic sentence (What is justice and what does it require be done and who should have power if justice is to be done?)
· Justice analysis – real-world example or detail to show what it looks like to apply the theory’s notion of justice to your topic
· Quotation from your philosopher on justice (maybe followed by explanation of quotation, if necessary)
· Power analysis – real-world example or detail to show what it looks like to apply the theory’s notion of power to your topic
· Quotation from your philosopher on power (maybe followed by explanation of quotation, if necessary
· Conclude argument

Paragraphs 3-5 – Critique and Defense
· Start with a key critique of your argument from the perspective of another philosopher; what is a problem or limitation of your philosopher’s argument?
· Real-world example or detail to show why the critique might be correct about your argument
· Quotation from the critiquing philosopher to support the critique (maybe followed by explanation of quotation, if necessary)
· Defense of your argument against that critique (response) , addressing both philosophical principle and real-world consideration
· Quotation from your philosopher to support the defense (maybe followed by explanation of quotation, if necessary)
· Conclude paragraph
