The client will pay for the paint, and your business will pay for the painting supplies. 
As the owner of the business, you must draft the proposed terms of the contract and present it to the client.  You plan to use this contract as a starting point for contracts with future clients. Here are some issues you must address in the contract. When will the contract begin and end? What are the payment terms? What does Professional Paint promise to do and what does Northwest Consulting promise to do? Think about the personalized and standard terms that must be included in this business contract.  
 With this assignment you will be required to make-up addresses and other relevant details to complete the contract. The expectations for this assignment are high as to the contract terms, grammar, punctuation, etc.

	Make a list of the important terms you want in the contract 
General tips 
	Choose your words carefully (may, must, shall, and or), and be specific 
	Those kinds of words must be carefully used in the contract because may and must are very different. Avoid ambiguities, and be clear about all terms 
Parts of the contract 
1.Paragraph about that summarize the parties of the contract 
2.Paragraph that summarizes what going on in the contract and it describe the contract in general and the parties’ intentions. 
3.Terms of Agreements (each of these should have a Paragraph)  
· Representation and Warranties 
· Conditions 
· Payments
· Timing of Performance 
· Liquidated damages: the contractor will pay an amount if the project is not done by the due date 
· Allocation of the risk: 
· commercial and impractabillity clause 
· Exculpatory clause 
· Arbitration clause or choices of forum: 
· Choice of law: This explain which state law will be used in an event of dispute 
· Integration clause 
· It is in the end of the contract, and states that this written contract is the entire agreement between the parties 
· Modification Clause: this states that the agreement may only be modified in writing. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Severability Clause: This describe if a particular clause is heled illegal, the reminder of the clauses are still apply.  
· Force Major Clause: This says that a party does not have to perform under the contract due to things out of control
