Instruction
	The students will compare living and non-living things in terms of two major characteristics – growth and structure.

	EEI (ESSENTIAL ELEMENTS OF INSTRUCTION) - LESSON PLAN ELEMENTS REQUIRED:

	Objective 
	The objective of the lesson is to identify the differences between living and non-living things. Students will compare the two properties by looking at growth, structure, movement, changes, and basic requirements. 

	Anticipatory Set


	At the beginning of the class, about 5 minutes will be used to have the students answer some questions. To begin with, the students will be asked to identify whether they are living or non-living things. The students will then be asked to identify their pets as either living or non-living and the factors that they need as living things. 

	Teach Lesson / Model
	The students will be asked to think about living and non-living things. Then they will be asked to present any questions that they may have in regards to living and non-living things using the correct pre-phase – who, what, how etc. A video in regards to living and non-living things then asked to list the living and non-living things and how to identify living and non-living things. 

	Guided Practice


	The students, using their science textbook, will identify the living things illustrated. The students will then identify the similarities that they have to the living things identified and the differences with the non-living things. 

	Independent Practice


	On the white board, there are two sides. One is living and the other non-living. The students will come forward individually and write one item or thing that is living or non-living. 

	Closure


	The students will analyze the items in the room as either living or non-living and answer using the content from the text and video.
