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1. Homework: There will be several homework assignments throughout the semester including reading assignments, chapter reviews, key terms, discussion questions, and research article critiques. You will receive a certain number of points for each assignment. If your grade does not meet your expectations, you will have the opportunity to redo the assignments for additional points. If you have questions about the assignments, please be proactive and contact me. You can call my office, come by during my office hours or schedule an appointment, Skype, virtual chat, or email me. NOTE: This is a graduate level course. I expect your work to be written at the graduate level. Brief one (1) paragraph answers are insufficient and you will not receive credit for answers that lack full development. Be sure to check your writing readability level using Microsoft Word. The instructions are below: 

a. Click the File tab, and then click Options.
b. Click Proofing.
c. Under When correcting spelling and grammar in Word, make sure the Check grammar with spelling check box is selected.
d. Select Show readability statistics.
e. After you enable this feature, open a file that you want to check, and check the spelling. When Outlook or Word finishes checking the spelling and grammar, it displays information about the reading level of the document.
f. Your readability Flesch-Kincaid Grade Level should be a 13 or greater.
