Affiant, being duly sworn, upon his oath, states that I, John Doe have reason to believe that on the following described premise of Keith Hopkins situated at 1106 SE 9th Ave in the county designated above there is now being concealed that Keith Hopkins should know the whereabouts of some of the Mr. and Mrs. Smith's missing properties. According to these victims, Hopkins and his colleague Steve Chapman burglarized their home at 123 Main Street while they were away and collected the lock to the front door by the use of the locksmith tools and began searching for the treasured properties. The following day, the victims returned and realized that their home got broken into and stolen after glancing at the hidden CCTV within their secret place. They then found and took three cherished items including a Victorian gold jewelry collection, a mink fur coat, and an expensive stereo system. 

They thus called the police officers, and upon arriving at the scene, we hurriedly surmised that the front door got opened with the locksmith tool. As the lead detective, I gathered enough descriptions of the stolen properties such as the serial numbers of the lost items, as well as the pictures of the jewelry (Kerr, 2005). According to the rumors they had, they added that the two suspects took the things and hid them in Keith's house. The suspects who were low on cash planned to wait for some few weeks till no one is searching for the burglarized items and then begin selling them at the local pawn retail shop. I returned to the police station and interviewed Keith. The facts tending to establish the previous grounds for issuance of a Search Warrant are as follows; first, before beginning to conduct the second interview, Keith Hopkins seemed to be deleting some of his phone messages, meaning there was some evidence in the phone he never wanted to share out. Possibly, he was removing his chats with Steve Chapman, which could be full of the solid case proofs.

Secondly, after the second interview had commenced, Keith Hopkins admitted that he was hiding the stolen item from Mr. and Mrs. Smith house in his home situated at 1106 SE 9th Ave. He further indicated that he hid the victims' possession in a laundry basket inside his bedroom. Keith, as well mentioned that the suspect 1, Steve Chapman also got involved in the criminal case and was hiding the gun utilized in the stealing process within the attic of his premise underneath the insulation. However, Hopkins would no longer give us any additional information. When one of the police officers asked Mr. Keith for the permission to search his house, he instantly refused to allow us to examine the premise for any other proof. This fact reveals that Mr. Keith could be keeping more than one property of Mr. and Mrs. Smith.

Regarding this detailed information, I believe that Keith Hopkins got involved in the theft. As a result, I, John Doe, as the lead detective, apply for the issuance of the Search Warrant to enable us to thoroughly search the entire Keith Hopkins' house for the stolen properties. If I can get the burglarized items as well as the locksmith tools in his premise, then I will have a strong proof of Keith's guilt, which can be useful in Utah County Court.
