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The Search Warrant Execution Procedure
After obtaining the Search Warrant from Judge Rodger Griffin, as the lead detective, together with other police officers, we would proceed to the premise of Keith Hopkins situated at 1106 SE 9th Ave to search and seize Mr. and Mrs. Smith’s stolen properties. Upon arriving at Keith’s home at exactly 9:00 p.m., we would knock at his door and announce, “This is the police! We have got a Search Warrant-open up the door!” hopefully Keith would be at home since it would be a night search; therefore, after a momentary wait at the door, the door shall get forcibly opened (Ferdico, Fradella, & Totten, 2015). First, we shall confine the family of Mr. Hopkins into one place and then begin searching the entire house for the evidence in the Search Warrant. We would search every storage site including beneath the kitchen sink to see whether we could find the set of the locksmith tools within, which will then get tagged and bagged in the proof carrier. 
Progressively, we would proceed to the bedroom and open the closet to seek for other items like stereo equipment, jewelry and others that shall then get picked up and confirm the serial number with that in the warrant. If not all are not there, I will continue looking through the closet to further validate the existence of anything else like the golden jewelry collection and compare the photograph in the warrant. We would crown with the laundry basket, to see whether we can find the remaining item, which is the fur coat (Kerr, 2005). Finally, I would then bag and tag the coat, jewelry, and stereo equipment together. With all these proof, I shall leave the warrant copy on Keith’s front door. The following day, on 9th January 2019 at around 10:00 am, I shall file a return with Judge Rodger Griffin who issued the search warrant reporting every property seized from Hopkins’ premise such as the fur coat, stereo equipment, locksmiths tool, and the jewelry 
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
