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Instructions: The purpose of this project is to allow the student to identify a leader or major event in Sport Management or Recreation Management fields, provide brief biography of the leader or nature of the event, identify and elaborate on the major contribution(s) of the individual or event to the profession. Follow these instructions in preparing your project paper and submit your written report accordingly. 

· Students will work in small groups to write a research paper. Each group will consist of 3-4 members. You will also be required to make a 20-25 minutes PowerPoint presentation of your research paper at the end of semester
· Identify and examine a recognized leader or major event in the Sport Management or Recreation Management fields and write a brief biography of the individual or description of the event. A leader chosen may be from past centuries or from more recent times; American or international origin. An event can be selected that has had a major impact on shaping the present status of the profession.
· Identify and examine the major contribution(s) the leader or event made to the Sport Management or Recreation Management profession. Explain the contribution(s) and link it with the present state of the profession. 
· Written report
· Cover page: Include name of the leader or major event and the contribution made to the Sport Management or Recreation Management fields. Follow this with your name, number and title of this course. This information should be centered on the title page. 
· Document: Begin the first page with the title of the paper followed by the bibliography of the leader or description of the event. Follow the bibliography or description of the event with the identification and elaboration on the major contribution(s) the leader or event made to the profession.
· References: A complete reference list of all sources used in completing this project must be provided. A minimum of five (5) references must be used with no more than two (2) being internet sources and a minimum of three (3) from texts or professional publications. Follow APA style in completing this reference list. The reference list will come at the end of the paper under the heading “References”

· This project is to be typed neatly, double spaced, using 12-point Time New Roman font with one-inch margins at top, bottom and sides of each page, excluding the cover page. Length of paper should be between 6 to 8 pages, excluding the cover page.

· The research paper should be professional in appearance
· Typed Document
· Uses APA Format 
· 6-8 Pages in Length (not including cover page)
· Times New Roman Font Size 12
· 1 inch Margins (right, left, top, bottom)

· Include all group member names on the cover page 
· Thoughtful college level writing style
· Mechanics 
· Spelling Error Free 
· Sentence Structure Grammatically Correct
· Paragraphs are clearly focused, well developed, organized, coherent, and neither too long nor too short for easy readability

· PowerPoint Professional Appearance
· Presentation Time: Minimum 20 minutes
· The presentation should have an appropriate document theme.
· The text in the presentation should be formatted appropriately.
· Consider the 7 x 7 rule should be followed throughout the presentation to assist with readability for the audience.
· Each slide should have a maximum of 7 lines, and each line should have approximately 7 words
· The font style and size should be readable.
· The presentation should not use too many different fonts.
· Important text could be italicized and/or bolded.
· Different font colors could be used to convey meaning. 
· Spacing between elements in the presentation should be appropriate. 
· The presentation, as a whole, should be visually appealing.
