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 In the context of superheroes, viewers and readers realize that the individuals have a dual representation of themselves. In the text, Tony Stark is incapacitated because he depends on the life support machine yet with the iron man suit, he is invincible. As Iron Man, he can beat death, fight enemies successfully, and fly higher than airplanes. However, the state in which Stark is in the emergency room renders him helpless. His friend Jim Rhodes wears the iron suit and goes to see Stark in the hospital, and he tells Rhodes that something happened to him when he was in the cold and despair (Marvel). He seems to have reconciled his thoughts with the realities of life and understood that he can also be vulnerable as a superhero. His physical state seems feeble, but he appears to be developing mental strength gradually. The cover of the comic book shows Stark seated somewhere isolated as he wraps his hands around the head looking down. This picture shows how he was in despair before he got injured and found himself in the hospital. In most cases, disability is closely linked with mental disorders like depression. The text on the cover read "In the morning Tony Stark will be sober or dead" to show that even as a superhero, he is going through stressful issues in life that make him depressed, but he tries to avoid the feeling through alcohol. Visually and in words, Tony Stark's physical state is weak. 
 Alcoholism and depression increase the deterioration of Stark's physical state. From the text, disabled characters are depicted negatively. Even a superhero like Iron Man cannot use his invincible capabilities to outdo disability. Therefore, in this sense, disability is depicted as an issue that cannot be overpowered. It emerges as a vice because it leads one to a detrimental point. Stark's heart condition rendered him dependent on technology to live. When he is without the suit, it is almost impossible for people to revere him as they would when he is in a suit saving the day. Stark tells Rhodes that he feels that he is as helpless as the baby that he saved. He feels that there is no difference between him and the infant, particularly because of the stressful situations he faces in life and his haste towards alcohol. Although there is an aspect of positivity in his disability when he realizes that he needs help with his alcoholism and depression, he is no longer the superhero at this point. Rhodes asks him whether he needs the suit but Stark declines by saying that he "will not be wearing his armor for a while." Even after he is released from the hospital, he walks on the street as a normal man looking quite weak. 
Stark's face shows disillusionment such that one cannot tell whether he will eventually resume his alcohol addiction and quit superheroism or he will reform into an even stronger superhero. Either way, the text, and pictures show that disability incapacitates even invincible beings. He still looks sad even though he tells Rhodes that he is better than ever (Marvel). This action could be a sign of denial in the context of depression such that even a superhero does not know how to deal with stressful emotions and psychological issues. Alcoholism is a vice that a weak person adopts in such situations and it disables even the mighty people. Rhodes shows the compassionate side of others when they encounter those with disabilities. He goes to the hospital to visit his friend Stark, comforts, and encourages him (Marvel). Thus, although most people would find offering assistance as a bother, there are a few others who make the narrative positive. 
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
