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The current COVID-19 pandemic has required many elementary educators to adapt to online teaching abruptly (Mustafa, 2020). The problem is that these teachers do not have the adequate training to transform curriculum from face-to-face instruction to online instruction (Barrett, 2020). Teachers with a lack of online training may use curricular approaches designed for in-class delivery, which will not translate effectively to online delivery (Gillett-Swan, 2017). Further, a key challenge during the pandemic is the lack of adequate professional development opportunities for teachers to facilitate the move to online curriculum delivery (Fishman et al., 2013).  
Technology has changed the learning environment (Spector, 2013). When teachers do not remain relevant to the current environment, there are consequential outcomes for student academic achievement (Maslen, 2020). Teacher preparation programs are designed to provide training for face-to-face instruction at the elementary level, but these programs do not prepare teachers to create content appropriate online lessons (Barrett, 2010). In addition, the skills required to effectively facilitate learning online are underdeveloped by teachers in the traditional elementary classroom (Barrett, 2010). The increase in online learners has required elementary teachers to adjust to the basic technology skills necessary to remain relevant in the teaching profession (Maslen, 2020). Although online learning offers increased flexibility for teachers and learners (Mustafa, 2020), teachers without preparation to transform face-to-face curriculum to online delivery may poorly design curriculum that does not meet state standards. Additionally, ineffective online delivery will contribute to ineffective teaching practices if this problem is not addressed (Gillett-Swan, 2017). 
Purpose Statement
Although online learning offers increased flexibility for teachers and learners (Mustafa, 2020), teachers without preparation to transform face-to-face curriculum to online delivery may poorly design curriculum that does not meet state standards. The purpose of this qualitative case study is to investigate strategies to help elementary school teachers to transform curriculum from face to face instruction to an online delivery modality. In the study, the strategies that will be identified are those that can be applied in the central development of delivery of online teaching to students by enabling the process to better align with the standards and suitability of the state education requirements. 
The study will use interviews on 13 elementary school teachers based in a south suburban school district of Illinois. The purpose sampling methodology will look into dividing the teachers into experts in online k-12 teaching as well as those who are in the transition process to k-12 online teaching. This will offer a good comparison base for the development of the case study. Consistent to suggestions for future studies by Barrett (2010), this case study is not an intervention but rather an exploration of the various ways by which teachers can gain improved approaches to enhancing the delivery of content and meeting and/or improving the learning outcomes for students when transforming curriculum to on line delivery. Finally, the case study will assist in the determination of aspects of professional development that can apply to teachers (Fishman et al., 2013) to assist them in the development of improved outcomes in teaching students in an online setting.
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
