e. Conclusion to the presentation. Connect your nursing philosophy to the application of theory related to the situation being addressed.
f. References in APA current ed. format

Preparing the presentation
Submission Requirements
1. Application: Use Microsoft PowerPoint to create the PowerPoint presentation.  
2. Length: The PowerPoint presentation should be 7 total slides (excluding title and reference slides).  
3. Speaker notes are used and include in-text citations when applicable. 
4. A minimum of three (3) scholarly literature sources must be used. 
5. Name must appear on the title slide
6. Submission: Submit your files.
