Eibensteiner et al. (2020) Background of Study
Eibensteiner et al. (2020) investigated the skills and experiences necessary to fight the current pandemic, COVID-19 in thirteen Covid-19 related centers in eleven European countries. Their study used a mixed research method, utilizing both qualitative and quantitative methodologies. Eibensteiner et al. (2020) established no evidence-based experiences, knowledge, and skills in fighting the COVID-19 pandemic, thus the expert's improvisation is the key in battling the virus. The research was significant to nursing, the findings relate to nurses playing a pivotal role in health care response to COVID-19 pandemics. Eibensteiner et al. (2020) study established that to effectively fight the Covid-19 pandemic, there is a need to use evidence-based practices in patient treatment. There was no study question given, though the study conducted aimed at providing recommendations on using evidence-based practices in handling and treating patients with Covid-19  respiratory complications.
Felten-Barentsz et al. (2020) Background of Study
Felten-Barentsz et al. (2020) study investigated the important role of physical therapy knowledge during the COVID-19 pandemic. The articles aimed at providing detailed recommendations and guidance for hospital-based physical therapy for COVID-19. Among the therapy management for COVID-19 patients included active resource mobilization and respiratory support. From the study, it was established that nurse staffing, patient safety discharge, and treatment was fundamental during pandemics. Likewise, using evidence-based in applying physiotherapy practices for Covid-19 patients was equally critical. The article is important to nursing, it provides nurses ways to improve knowledge and practice of treating and supporting patients through evidence-based practices. Felten-Barentsz et al.'s (2020) research question in this study was ‘Do physical therapists have an important function to play in supporting hospitalized patients with the Covid-19 virus?’ you were able to address some of the elements of the background.  To earn full points you need to clearly describe the research problem, the significance to nursing, the purpose of the research, the objective and the research question for both articles.
How Articles Support the PICOT
The PICOT question “does providing education about Covid-19 virus to nurses working the medical/surgical unit increase practice of supporting 
and treating patients in hospital and home-based care, compared to nurses having no education to guide their decision-making process within the next 6months of the pandemic period.” Both Eibensteiner et al. (2020) and Felten-Barentsz et al. (2020)  articles relates to the above PICOT question. From their findings nurses plays a pivotal role during epidemics and pandemics. Knowledgeable nurses are likely to support their patients better than those with limited knowledge of infectious disease epidemics and pandemics. 
Eibensteiner et al.'s (2020) research synthesis provides a recommendation to use available evidence-based practice related to skills and experiences in tackling the COVID-19 respiratory pandemic. The study established that health care providers are strategically positioned in responding to infectious disease pandemics, and require necessary skills such as prover sanitations, face masks habits, and isolation protocols. Therefore, nurses require support and skills particularly in fighting COVID-19 respiratory pandemics.  Nurses are likely to come in contact with COVID-19 patients, putting them at risk. Equipping the nurses with the necessary skills to fight the COVID-19 pandemic, improves their confidence in their jobs and the quality of services delivered. 
Felten-Barentsz et al.'s (2020) article support the PICOT question provided above, it assesses the benefits of increased knowledge of nurses in practice can support and treat their patients using evidence-based practices. The article aimed to provide vital recommendations and guidance for physical therapists in helping COVID-19 patients manage their conditions. The research findings on the benefits of using evidence-based physical therapy practices significantly impact Covid-19 patient outcomes. Felten-Barentsz et al.'s (2020) article are important in developing interventions to our PICOT questions on skills and knowledge of nurses in providing care to patients during pandemics and epidemics. With the recent increased prevalence of epidemics and pandemics, nurses must be knowledgeable and equipped with the necessary skills to enable them appropriately support their patients. Method Of Study

In Eibensteiner et al.'s (2020) article a four-round and multi-center Delphi exercise was conducted in 13 centers within 11 European countries. email survey. The study used the Delphi process to gather research data using structured communication to collect informed input and feedback from experts using an email survey. Delphi exercise was conducted by involving EuropeanPediatric Dialysis Working Group (EPDWG) experts within 5 days between 16th – 20th March 2020 immediately after statutory public curfews were imposed in most countries across Europe.
On the other hand, Felten-Barentsz et al.'s (2020) study used a pragmatic method to create guidance and recommendations. The pragmatic research paradigm is based assumption that the researchers involved are methodological or philosophical in their approach. The pragmatic approach employed in the study to formulate our recommendations involved working groups comprised of content experts (K.F., R.O., E.K., N.K., M.S., E.H.) and others on guideline methodology (F.D., T.H., P.W.). In Felten-Barentsz et al.'s (2020) study, a purposive scan was conducted by working group members on the literature and initial recommendations were drafted based on the patient’s symptoms knowledge with COVID-19 and physical therapist management for hospitalized patients admitted to the ICU with lung diseases.
The two research methodologies are different, Eibensteiner et al.'s (2020) conducted a Delphi process using an email survey to collect the research data, while in Felten-Barentsz et al.'s (2020) pragmatic methodology uses hospital-based experts to collect research data. Since pragmatism use experts in the field under study, it provides a guiding framework that is often anchored in practicality that helps target data collection, hence strengthening the quality and depth of analysis. However, pragmatism methodology has inherent limitations in finding experts with key fundamental values that are focused on practice (Clarke & Visser, 2019). On the other hand, a survey provides timely and reliable data collection from experts in the field that help conclude. However, with online surveys, there is rigidity and a limited length of study to account for all possible answers necessary (Rice et. al, 2017).  Generally when describing the method used in research you want to be sure to describe a few things very clearly.  What data was collected? How was the data collected? Who participated? How many participated?
Results of the Study
The key findings established from Eibensteiner et al. (2020) study was conducted to establish evidence-based practice in fighting COVID-19 pandemic across Europe. The study found that expert knowledge and skills, coupled with experience, represented the best evidence existing in fighting COVID-19 pandemic. In Felten-Barentsz et al.'s (2020), the researchers established that improving safety in patient discharge, treatment, and nurse staffing was of outmost importance. Additionally, the research established that using evidence-based physical physical therapy practices improves patient experiences in Covid-19 pandemic.

The two research have significant importance to nursing practice. Adoption and use of the findings are likely to improve patient outcomes. Felten-Barentsz et al.'s (2020) recommendations on patient safety, discharge measures, treatment, and evidence-based practices in physical therapies while handling Covid-19 patients will significantly improve patient’s care outcomes, and reduce mortalities. Likewise, Eibensteiner et al. (2020) study has significant findings that might contribute to nursing practices in fighting COVID-19 pandemic worldwide. The reserchers established that nurses experience numerous difficulties and challenges while attending to patients with acute respiratory pandemic settings. Therefore, it is necessary to heighten professional collegiality, especially during COVID-19 pandemic and other disease outbreaks. The research will help establish wasy to support nurses through governments initiatives, nursing groups, and policymakers, during and after an epidemic or pandemic.  Good general discussion of the results for both studies.
